“Love makes a family,” the saying
goes—but for a host of rights and
protections, legal ties between par-
ents and children are what marcer.
For many LGBTQ parents, however,
paths to obtaining or securing these
parentage ties are unclear, expensive,
humiliating, and lengthy, leaving
their children vulnerable, as a new

report describes.

“Relationships at Risk: Why We
Need to Update State Parentage
Laws to Protect Children and Fami-
lies,” from the Movement Advance-
ment Project (MAP), in partnership
with COLAGE, Family Equality,
GLBTQ Legal Advocates & De-
fenders (GLAD), and the National
Center for Lesbian Righes (NCLR),

LGBTQ adults in the United States,
nearly one in three are raising chil-
dren under the age of 18. A legal

The parade’s return came amid growing

hostility to LGBTQ+ people in parts of the

country. Some states have limited drag shows,
restricted  gender-affirming medical care and
banned school library books for their LGBTQ+
content.

Though Boston’s parade happened the second
weekend of Pride Month, many other large cit-
ies - including New York, San Francisco, Chi-
cago, Denver and Minneapolis - hold their main
marches on the last weekend of June. Some citics
host their events throughout the month or even
at other times of the year. In Europe, Rome and
Athens also held pride parades Saturday, as did
Indianapolis; Albuquerque, New Mexico; and
several other US. and global cities.

Where You Want To Be
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In Washington, President Joe Biden wel-
comed hundreds to the White House fora Pride
celebration that had initially been scheduled for
Thursday but was postponed because of poor air
quality caused by Canadian wildfires.

“So today, I want to send a message to the en-
tire community - especially to transgender chil-
dren: You are loved. You are heard. You belong,”
Biden said.

Saturday was Boston’s first Pride parade since
2019. The hiatus began with COVID- 19 but
extended through 2022 because the organiza-

care, planning for their education, custody, and inheri-
tance. It also helps protect against abrupt, potentially
damaging separation from one parent if the other dies
or the parents divorce.

Hundreds of thousands of children are born cach
year via assisted reproduction, however, and many of
their families must navigate “complicated, costly, and
time-consuming processes” to be recognized as legal
families, the report says. For LGBTQ families, too, not
all pathways to parentage are available in all states. This
can leave children without legal ties to one or more of
their parents.

Naomi Goldberg, deputy director of MAP and the
report’s lead author, told me in an interview, “Even as
a lesbian mom who moved from one state to another
in the past few years and a policy researcher who has
tracked LGBTQ laws for 15 years, I was surprised by
the confusing and complicated patchwork that exists
for LGBTQ families”

She observed, “I think many people assume that
with marriage equality nationwide, LGBTQ parents
no longer face challenges in family recognition. Unfor-
tunately, as chis reporc shows, it is not the case”

Even married LGBTQ parents’ rights are being chal-
lenged, the report relates, as in a recent Oklahoma case
where a judge ruled that a married, nongenetic mom
who was on her son’s birth certificate had no parental
rights to the child she and her wife created and were
raising together, but their sperm donor did.

And marriage equality itself is under threat. “This
report became far more urgent following the Dobbs
decision a year ago, in which the security of marriage
equality was questioned by several US. Supreme Court
justices,” Goldberg added. “Having pathways to secure
legal parentage for LGBTQ parencs that are indepen-
dent of the marital status between parents is vital for
ensuring all children, regardless of who their parents or
the circumstances of their birth, have legal, stable, and
secure ties to the parents who love and care for them.”

Some states, such as Rhode Island, Connecticur,
and Colorado, have recently modernized their laws to
clarify and simplify paths to parentage for all families
today. “This is really important and exciting work that
has real, positive, tangible impacts on families” Gold-
berg said.

Most states, however, are playing catch-up. Gold-
berg observed, “Many policymakers are concerned
with the wellbeing of children in our country. For
those lawmakers, I hope the report, plus conversations
with LGBTQ parents in their communitics, will grow
their understanding of how many families, including
and especially LGBTQ families, are utilizing assisted
reproduction and that for these families, in many
states, securing legal ties between parents and children
remains difficule”

States, however, “don’t need to recreate the wheel or
start from scratch,” she said. She pointed to the 2017
Uniform Parentage Act, a model law developed by the
bipartisan Uniform Law Commission, as “best prac-
tice law that can be adapted to individual state needs

to provide legal security for all children and families.”
Among other things, this version of the UPA ensures
that state parentage laws remain constitucional by
providing equality and paths to parentage for LG-
BTQ families. “Seven states have already adopted
it, while others have adopted significant portions,”
Goldberg noted (California, Colorado, Connccticut,
Maine, Rhode Island, Vermont, and Washington).
Five more (Hawaii, Kansas, Massachusetts, Nevada,
and Pennsylvania) have introduced bills to do so.

For LGBTQ parents, Goldberg hopes the report
offers a reminder of “how critical it is for all parents
to secure parentage to their children, even if they've
been parenting them since birth and/or for years!”

As the report explains, “Being listed on a birth cer-
tificate alone does not conclusively establish parent-
age.” This is why “many families obtain a court judg-
ment confirming parentage, which must be given full
faith and credit and recognized across state lines.”
One resource that the report recommends is “LG-

Adoption
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BTQ+ Paths to Parentage Security” (Igbrgparencage.
org) a brief guide that GLAD and I recencly devel-
oped to help LGBTQ parents navigate their options.

Goldberg also wants LGBTQ parents to help drive
broader change. “It is surprising to many people to
know how expensive, time consuming, and invasive it
can be for many LGBTQ familics to sccure legal ties,”
she said. “I hope that more LGBTQ parents will talk
openly with their clected officials abour the process
they undertook to establish parentage in hopes that
we can update parentage laws across the country to
ensurc that all children have the security they need to
thrive.

It may be Pride Month, but I'm in an undisclosed country
where being gay can get you stoned..with real stones!

tion that used to run the event, Boston Pride,
dissolved in 2021 under criticism that it exclud-
ed racial minorities and transgender people.

Boston Pride for the People, the new group
formed to plan Boston’s parade, came together
last September to create a more inclusive, less
corporate festival, said Jo Trigilio, vice president
of Boston Pride for the People.

Despite being the first state to legalize same-
sex marriage, Massachusetts isn’t immune to at-
tacks on LGBTQ+ people, according to Janson
W, executive director of GLBTQ Legal Advo-
cates and Defenders, or GLAD.

He pointed to protests targeting drag shows
and harassment against children’s hospitals and
physicians that provide gender-affirming health
care,

“The return of Boston Pride with new and
grassroots leadership is incredibly important,
especially now with rising attacks against the
LGBTQ community, Wu said.

Boston Mayor Michelle Wu, a Democrat,
welcomed the parade’s retumn, saying it’s im-
portant for Massachusetts and Boston to be “a
bulwark on the frontlines in 2 moment of rising
hate”

Neon Calypso, 30, a Boston drag queen and
trans woman of color who performed Tina
Turner’s “Proud Mary” at a Statchouse raising of
the Pride flag Wednesday, said she’s baffled by
those trying to marginalize drag performers,

“It’s unfortunate that thereare statesand poli-

ticians that people empower that sce something
that’s so welcoming and accepting as something
that’s negative,” she said. “A lot of those people
who are protesting the shows, if they went, they
would actually see thar it’s not what they say.”

One of the oldest Pride events in the coun-
try, this year’s parade traveled a bit shorter route
than in past years, beginning at Copley Square
and ending at Boston Common with a festival
for families, teens and older community mem-
bers. A second event for the over-21 crowd was
planned at City Hall Plaza with alcohol, a disc
jockey and dancing.

Boston Pride for the People focuses on em-
powerment, celebration, commemoration and
education, and seeks to counter Pride parades
and celebrations nationwide that have become
too commercial and too focused on appealing
to people with privilege, said Trigilio, who uses
the pronouns they and them.

“The more you have corporations involved,
the more they are looking for money and that
caters to the privileged) they added. “When
you have a Pride that is too commercial, it be-
comes a party and you lose the social justice
aspect to it.

They said Boston Pride for the People re-
viewed corporate funders using a number of
criteria, including whether they donated to
anti-LGBTQ+ lawmakers.

Employee groups were welcome to march,
but corporations weren't.

“We really did start by looking forward to
how we could best serve the LGBTQ commu-
nity in greater Boston and really all across New
England,” Trigilio said.
