(BP4TP) announced the theme of
the 2024 Pride Parade and Festival,
which will take place on Saturday, June
8, 2024. “Still Here: In Living Color”
is a nod to historic and current-day
resilience in fighting anti-LGBTQ+

bias, rhetoric, and legislation across
the country. This year’s theme also ac-
knowledges how the LGBTQ+ com-
munity has overcome, persevered, and
continues to stand and live out loud in
the face of adversity and injustice.

“We really hope everyone can make
this theme their own, by finding the
word or phrase that speaks to how they

Massachusetrs celebrated 20 Years
of Marriage Equality on May 17,
thanks to the landmark decision in
Goodridge v. Department of Public
Health. This decision preceded the
historic US. Supreme Court ruling by
11 years, with the Obergefell v. Hodg-
es decision, which legalized same-sex
marriage in all 50 states.

In 2004, at 12:01a .m., the city of
Cambridge was the first in the nation
to issue marriage licenses to same-sex
couples, and at 9:15 a.m., the first
couple was married.

Cambridge takes pride in being
the first, and over the course of three
days, the Office of Mayor Denisc
Simmons, the first African American
lesbian mayor in the country in 2008,
and the City hosted several events
with guest speakers like LGBTQ+
ally Congresswoman Ayanna Presley.

couples, Presley told the audience in
the Cambridge City Hall chamber.” I
often use Cambridge as a way to get
my colleagues to do things.”

Also, at the events were guest speak-
ers former M.A. State Representative
Byron Rushing, who played a critical
role in legalizing same-sex marriage,
and Marcia Hams and Susan Shepard,
who were the first couple to reccive
a same-sex marriage license in Cam-
bridge on May 17, 2004.

Dear Friends,

Happy Pride Month! Our administration has one goal: to make Boston a home for everyone. As Mayor—
and as a mom—that goes beyond ensuring all our residents have housing. It means creating a safe,
Jjoyful, connected city where every one of our community members not only has a place to call their own,
but also feels seen, heard, and valued in all of their identities.

As we gear up for this month’s festivities here in Boston, we do so against a national backdrop of ongoing
efforts to roll back protections for the LGBTQ+ community and deny queer folks their rights and
humanity.

Pride is an opportunity to push back. Especially this year, as we celebrate the 20th anniversary of
Massachusetts pioneering marriage equality in our country, Pride is a chance to be just that: proud—of
who we are, of those we love, and of what we've accomplished, as we celebrate love in all its forms.

In that spirit, | am excited to share a bit of what our Office of LGBTQ+ Advancement has done in the past
year, with the acknowledgment that—as with all work worth doing—there remains more to do.

We became the first city in Massachusetts to remove sex and gender markers from cur marriage
licenses; we instituted Gender Awareness Guidelines and provided LGBTQ+ competency trainings
across all city departments; and we created brave spaces for LGBTQ+ youth, hosting the historic "Bring it
to the Hall" Black History Month event, and partnering with the Office of Youth Engagement and
Advancement to host an inclusive and exciting Mayor's Youth Summit.

To support our LGBTQ residents with vital services, our Office of LGBTQ+ Advancement successfully
advocated for a historic $350,000 multi-agency investment in the Transgender Emergency Fund,
providing crucial aid to housing-unstable Trans and Non-Binary residents, and we increased funding for
the Massachusetts Trans Palitical Coalition’s ldentity Document Assistance Program, facilitating 186
name changes to improve access to gender-affirming documentation.

None of this work would be possible without the courage, persistence, and vision of Boston's LGBTQ+
City workers, neighborhood leaders, and residents. As we kick-off this maonth of celebration, solidarity,

and connection, | want to thank our LGBTQ+ community for always believing in a Boston where everyone

is able to love freely and fully—and for helping us build a Boston that feels like home for us all.

Festival. I can confirm that [ am in a city dripping in wealth where
the English language is regularly butchered.

Let that
sink in—the pope is doing primetime. Not only that, but he spoke
to a female journalist. This ain’t your parents’ pope, that’s for sure.
During his chat with Norah O’Donnell, she reminded him that
he previously said, “Homosexuality is not a crime.” He agreed,
adding, “No, it is a human condition.” He also reiterated that
while he was in favor of priests blessing people in same-sex mar-
riages, he does not endorse priests blessing same-sex marriages—
ic’s a fine line that makes much more sense in Latin!

Hollywood premicre at the Renberg Theatre at The LGBT

Forward. This documentary shines a spotlight on the plight of
women in the workplace at the time of the film “9 to 5% as well
as where things stand today with the long-gestating Equal Rights
Amendment. The film was directed and produced by Camille
Hardman and Gary Lane (who, with his brother Larry Lane,
are the official twins of BillyMasters.com). At the premiere, the
ERA Coalition Trailblazer Award will be presented to stars Jane
Fonda and Lily Tomlin in person—Dolly Parton will accept via
video. Also expected toattend are Rosic O’ Donnell, Kathy Grif-
fin, Alyssa Milano, Donna Mills, Maxine Waters and, oh yes,
CHER! Get tix and details at ERACoalition.org.

A starue called “The Young Lincoln” can be seen in the rotun-
da of the Los Angeles Spring Street Courthouse, and it’s getting
quite a bit of renewed attention. It’s an odd resurgence for a statue
unveiled in 1941 and paid for by the Federal Works Agency. It
is eight feet tall and made of Indiana limestone. The sculptor,
James Lee Hansen, won the commission and was paid about $7K

barefoot and shirtless with a well-defined physique, wearing jeans
and with a thumb in one of the belt loops.

are showing up in the world; for me, [ am “Sill Here: VIVA-
CIQUSLY, In Living Color,” said Adrianna Boulin, President
of Boston Pride for the People. “While Boston and Massachu-
setts can be proud of our leadership in the fight for LGBTQ+
cquality, the sad truth is that our community remains under at-
tack at increasingly alarming rates all across the nation. Even
20 years after we secured the legal right to marry whomever
we love, there’s work to do. This year’s theme celebrates our
determination to make every community safe for all LGBTQ+
people. We deserve to live authentically, not limited to just
black and white, but fully - IN LIVING COLOR”

For the second year, Boston Pride for the People will host

the 2024 Parade from Copley Square to Boston Common
where all are invited to take part in a day-long festival. A 21+
block party will also be held on Ciry Hall Plaza. Boston's Pride
celebration is the largest in New England.

BP4TP launched in 2023 and created the first Pride parade
and festivals in Boston in more than three years. More than one
million people attended the parade in 2023, which included
more than 250 marching contingents and 215 vendors at the
festivals.

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for us all, including marriage.

Since 2004, I've officiated over 250 LGBTQ+ couples,
including Mayor Denise Simmons’s nuptials. When incer-
viewed for this 20th anniversary, [ was asked to show photos.
T had to sort them into three piles as I've done with heterosex-
ual couples, highlighting we are like everyone else: deceased,
divorced, and still together.

Looking back at advances since 2004, such as hate crime
laws, the repeal of “Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell” and DOMA,
the legalization of marriage equality, same-sex adoption, and
anti-homophobic bullying becoming a national concern,
among a few, the LGBTQ+ community has come along way
since the first Pride marches.

When you reside at the intersections of multiple idenities,
as I do, the 20¢h anniversary of Marriage Equality in Mas-
sachusctts is also the 70th anniversary of the historic U.S.
Supreme Court casc of Brown v. Board of Education. This
ruling upended this country’s “separate but equal” doctrine,
adopted in the Plessy v. Ferguson decision of 1896.

However, victory comes with backlash.

On this year’s anniversary of “Brown v. Board of Educa-
tion,” African American and Latinx American students con-
tinue to attend not only segregated schools- whether here
in Boston or across the nation. Also, they overwhelmingly
artend high-poverty urban ones with metal detectors. Sadly,

not only has policing while schooling doubled since 2001 o
the present day, but so has the school-to-prison pipeline.

As for us, LGBTQ+ Americans, bigotry works in this
political climace. Anti-LGBTQ+ discrimination in the US.
has taken a hard-right political turn since Trump. And with
a Trumped-up Supreme Court, of which five are pro-ifers,
the uber-conservatives have eroded decades-long civil rights
gains and the Constitutional mandate of separation between
church and state. With Roe v Wade overturned in 2022,
many of us are worried about what will happen to the goals
of reproductive justice, marriage equalicy, our right to same-
gender intimacy, and the fight to combat hundreds of anti-
LGBTQ+ legislation bills. The majority of them target our
transgender population- to date, 552 bills in 42 states. These
bills ban trans people from bathrooms, pronouns, sports,
gender-affirming surgery, and drag queen story hours, to
name a few. Restricting transgender rights works for Trump's
evangelical base, hoping it'll help the GOP in this coming
presidential election, HRC has declared a state of emergency
for LGBTQ+ Americans.

Marriage Equality celebrations throughout Massachusetes
were joyous and worrisome. The joy of twenty years is an im-
portant milestone. However, many wonder if same-sex mar-
riage will still exist twenty years from now.

“We must continue to fight,’ Rushing told his audience at
Kendall Center Public Lobby in Cambridge. “It might ap-
pear that we cannot win in this polarized climate, but we can,
and we must. [ imagine a world in twenty years where gay
marriage is incredibly ordinary.”
